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1.1 REGULATORY POWER 

Rally Victoria will be a National Championship Special Stage Rally, run under the provisions of the International 
Sporting Code of the FIA, the National Competition Rules (NCR of the Confederation of Australian Motorsport 
Ltd (CAMS), the National Rally Code, the 2011 Australian Rally Championship Regulations, the Victorian Rally 
Bulletin, the Event Supplementary Regulations and any Bulletins authorised under the ARC regulations. 
 

1.2 THIS BOOKLET 

With the exception of any part of this document which is specifically referred to in any regulation or bulletin, 
this document has no regulatory power and is issued as a guide only. 
 

1.3 OH&S NOTES FOR ENTRANTS 

 
From 1st September 2006 it is a requirement that all Motor Sport Events of National and State status comply 
with Occupational Health and Safety directives issued by the Confederation of Australian Motorsport (CAMS) 
  
The Organisers and Promoters of Rally Victoria are also required to comply with the Victorian OH&S act 2004 
and guidelines as distributed by Worksafe Victoria in their publication - Managing Major Events.  
 
Rally Victoria is conducted under the CAMS OH&S Policy. This is widely published in all relevant 
documentation including Officials Packs, Operations Manual and the Event Safety Plan. This document will 
also be displayed on the official event notice board located at Lardner Park Rally Headquarters.  
 
In addition to those publications the organisers bring in this document specific requirements and general 
briefing notes to assist ALL competitors, Entrants, Support Personnel and other entities associated with 
entrants and competitors to ensure as far as is reasonably practicable compliance with the CAMS and 
Worksafe requirements.  
 
Organisers of Rally Victoria are committed to, as far as is reasonably practicable to provide a safe environment 
for the conduct of the event.  
 
Rallying is a sport that presents significant challenges to all persons involved and it is the successful managing 
of these challenges that defines the sport.  
 
The sport however is not without risk and it is a requirement of the CAMS and Victorian Workcover Authority 
that we manage these risks to ensure the safety of all persons involved with the event.  
 
For the 2011 Rally Victoria there will be a major focus on the activities conducted in Lardner Park, Rally 
Headquarters and the Service Park.  
 
Service parks by nature are busy and contain several areas of risk to which we must as far as is reasonably 
practicable apply stringent safety standards, identify risk and apply the appropriate controls.  
 
The list below contains relevant areas that will require attention but as the organisers cannot foresee all 
eventualities that may arise it is incumbent upon each person involved in the rally to be constantly on the 
lookout for unsafe practices and procedures and address them in the appropriate manner and report any 
accidents, safety incidents and near misses to event management either verbally in the  
case of issues that require immediate attention or in writing on the appropriate form if the issue is of a non 
urgent nature. 
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1.4 OPERATIONAL ISSUES

 Working under vehicles inadequately supported, taking particular note as to the type of surface the 
vehicle is positioned on, ie; Jack stands may not be considered sufficient if the ground is wet sloping 
grass. 

 Smoking in and around refuel areas. 

 Exceeding the posted speed limit by any crew member/associate in the Service Park and surrounds. 

 Rally cars reversing out of service without a crowd controller / spotter in areas where there are 
general public in attendance 

 Reckless behaviour considered by a judge of fact to endanger the safety of any person. 

 Behaviour by any crew / team member or recognizable associate or spectator considered to be of a 
nature that would endanger any person involved in the rally in any capacity. The above does not apply 
to competitors during the normal course of special stages but would apply at all other times. 

 Speeding during reconnaissance, liaison sections and within Lardner Park.

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4 SERVICING 
 

4.1 LARDNER SERVICE PARK  

 
The Service Park is located within the grounds of Lardner Park. Service vehicles should enter the Service Park 
via Gate 3 off Burnt Store Rd. Entry via Gate 4 is strictly forbidden. 
 
The Service Park will be in operation from Thursday morning. We strongly recommend ARC teams set up 
Thursday afternoon or arrive at least two hour before the start of the event on Friday afternoon. 
Food and beverages will be available from Friday for breakfast, lunch and dinner and all Saturday. 
 
Every vehicle entering the Service Park must be registered and have a Service Vehicle sticker on it at all times 
(it must be stuck onto the windscreen or you will not be permitted to enter the Service Park or Remote Service 
Zone. Vehicles that do not have a Service Sticker will be removed by the Organizers or prohibited to enter the 
designated area/s. Please park your vehicle and walk to Rally HQ or call Tom Ruessman on the above number 
if you require a sticker. 
 
Parking for non registered team members is in the public car park, GATE 1 off Burnt Store Rd, Warragul.Then 
proceed on foot into the Service Park. 
 
Accreditation 

i) Stickers 
Stickers must be affixed to vehicle windscreens. 
Please note that in order to be a valid service crew vehicle it must have the service crew sticker. 
Failure to display the sticker will result in access to the Service and Remote Service Zone being 
refused.  

ii) ID Tags 
All Registered Crew and Service Crew Personnel will be issued an ID Tag at documentation.  These 
Tags should be worn, or at the minimum carried, and able to be produced upon request from an 
official. Failure to provide ID Tag upon request will result in access to restricted areas being 
denied. This includes the Service and Remote Service Zone. 
 
Failure to adhere to these regulations will be reported to the Stewards of the meeting for 
consideration of exclusion or other penalty 

 
Trailer parking - will be available in a specific area on site. We strongly recommend you bring a lock and chain 
for your trailer as the management of Rally Victoria will not be held responsible for any theft that may occur. 
Trailers are not permitted to be left within the main Service Park.

4.2 POWELLTOWN REMOTE SERVICE ZONES  

 

 PLEASE READ THIS AND ENSURE YOU UNDERSTAND AND COMPLY WITH IT ! 
 
There is a remote service zone located in Powelltown Recreation Reserve at TC 2A, TC 8A and TC 12A. A Refuel 
zone and Tyre marking zone will be located immediately after the exit of each remote service zone and the time 
allowed for these activities is incorporated into the liaison time. 

 No trailers or trucks should be taken to the Powelltown Remote Service  

 Servicing of cars will take place away from the Service Vehicle parking area 
 
Service Personnel attending the Remote service zones should have sufficient time to return to the service park 
prior to the arrival of their crew at Lardner Park.  Service personnel are advised to leave immediately upon 
completion of their duties.   

 
Extract-  2011 ARC Sporting & Technical Regulations V1 Page 11&12 of 26 © Confederation of Australian Motor Sport Ltd 20112011  
S16.10 Remote Service Zones  
(i) Event organisers may make provision for the use of remote service zones in order to extend the distance 
between central services.  
(ii) Remote Service Zones must:  

 Have a time control at their entrance and exit.  

 Not exceed 15 minutes duration for any one car.  

 Allow for the changing of tyres, supplied from a Service Vehicle, and any service using equipment & 
parts as listed below  

 Incorporate a tyre marking zone after the exit time control  

 Admit only authorised team personnel, the event officials and media with appropriate  
passes.  
(iii) Service vehicles will enter the remote service zone as directed by the officials in charge and must vacate the 
zone immediately after departure of the last vehicle which they are servicing. Infringement of this regulation by 
the team will result in a fine being imposed by the Stewards of the Meeting.  

Car Washing  
A car washing facility is available inside the Service Park  near the Regroup entry and is identified in the 
Roadbook  (Refer to Lardner layout map above )Washing of cars is not permitted anywhere else within the 
Lardner Park Service Park. 
Cars are to be washed by a member of the service crew, using a bucket and sponge only. A pressure sprayer 
will be provided by the Organisers to rinse down the vehicle.  
 
Where oils, solvents and degreasing fluids are used all residues must be securely contained and not be 
allowed to come in contact with the ground. The use of pressure cleaners is prohibited.  Breaches noted by 
an official of the rally will result in a report to the Stewards with a recommendation that a fine be applied.   
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(iv) Except for the use of jacks, chassis stands, ramps, wheel nut spanners, torque wrench, hand-tools and oils 
and fluids for replenishment, the team personnel may use only equipment or parts and tools carried on board 
the competing car. Tools may be battery operated.  
(v) The remote service zone is strictly a no smoking area and refuelling within this area is prohibited. 
Organisers may establish Refuel Zones at the exit from the Remote Service Zone.  
(vi) The zones must be scheduled so that the same team personnel can attend these zones as well as the 
service  
park. Instructions on a recommended route must be provided. 
 
Facilities available at the Remote Service Park include: 

Å Food from local general store (200m) 
Å Coffee, drinks at the football pavilion 
Å Toilets 
Å Water Rubbish bins  

 
The surface is Gravel.  
Please support the local businesses 

4.3 FUEL 

A fuel storage facility will be available at the Lardner Park service park supplied by the organisers throughout 
the conduct of the event.  
 
A refueling zone will be provided for refueling rally cars and decanting.  It will be the competitors 
responsibility to transport and handle their own fuel once picked up from the delivery point.

Pump Fuel Availability

Extract  2011 ARC Sporting & Technical Regulations Page 24 of 26 - T3. FUEL  
 
T3.1 Level 1 Fuel  
Must comply with either:  
(i) Unleaded Racing Fuel as defined in Schedule G, Article 3.2. Unleaded racing fuel is defined as an unleaded 
petrol in compliance with FIA Article 252.9.1 of Appendix J to the current FIA Year Book; or  

(ii) Ethanol blended fuel (E85) as defined in Schedule G, Article 2.  
 
Each competitor using Level 1 Fuel is required to advise the Chief Scrutineer of which fuel they are using upon 
request.  
T3.2 Level 2 Control Pump Fuel  
The Level 2 Control Fuel is BP Ultimate Unleaded or BP Ultimate Diesel.  
With the exception of ambient atmospheric air and the specified control fuel, no other substance may be added 
to the intake charge of the engine.  
Fuel will be available in 205 litre drums from BP depots. These drums must be ordered using the contact details 
available on the rally.com.au website. Alternatively competitors may source their own fuel direct from BP 
service stations.  
T3.3 Drivers registered for the ARC must utilise either the Level 1 or Level 2 fuel.

T3.5 Fuel testing will be carried out at the discretion of the ARC Technical Manager.  
Any competitor &/or driver found to be in breach the fuel regulations will face disciplinary action, which may 
entail a penalty as high as a 6 month suspension of the competition licences of all parties involved together 
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with a monetary fine up to $50,000, and will in all cases automatically result in their exclusion from the event 
in question. A second offence in the same Championship year will entail a penalty as high as a two years 
suspension of the competition licences of all parties involved together with a monetary fine up to $250,000.  
T3.6 Drivers who are not registered for the ARC may utilise any unleaded fuel complying with Schedule G, 
Articles 2 or 3 of the CAMS Manual of Motor Sport. 

4.4 REFUEL ZONES/REFUELING 

 Competitors using Level 1 fuel may refuel only in the refuel zones designated by the organisers in the 
road book except as detailed under Article 16.1(iii). Competitors using Level 2 fuel may refuel in the 
refuel zones or may use BP Ultimate fuel dispensed from pumps at filling stations marked in the road-
book. 

 A 5 km/h speed limit applies within the Refuel Zone.   

 The refuel zones will be established in the liaison shortly after the service exit control. The entry/exit 
shall be marked by a blue fuel can symbol.  

 Solely for the purpose of assisting with the refueling procedure for their car, two team members of 
each crew may access this zone. 

 All fuel is to be stored in the refuel storage shed approximately 45m from the Refuel Zone at Lardner 
Park. 

  Fuel may only be placed in the Refuel Zone immediately prior to your cars arrival.   

 All containers must be removed from the refuel store after the rally.  

  Decanting of fuel between containers may only be done within a Refuel Zone.  

  A refuel zone is located at the exit of the Powelltown remote service. Service crews must carry fuel 
supplies to the refuel zone for refuelling. Time has been allocated into the liaison time for this activity 
and is not part of the service time allocation.  

 On return to the Service Park any remaining fuel should be returned to the refuel storage shed. 

 Any action inside a refuelling zone not directly involved in the refuelling of the competing vehicle is 
prohibited.  

 It is recommended that mechanics wear fire-resistant clothing, including gloves, balaclava and 
goggles.  

 The responsibility for refuelling is incumbent on the competitor alone and must be done in manner 
that ensures that no fuel is spilt.  

 Engines must be switched off throughout the refuelling operation.  

 It is recommended that the crew remain outside the car during refuelling; however, should they 
remain inside, the safety belts must be unfastened.  

 In the event of a breakdown, the car concerned may be pushed out of the zone without incurring a 
penalty. An external battery may be used immediately before the exit of the zone.  

 All fuel storage containers must meet Australian Standards.  

 When necessary as part of service (i.e. changing a fuel tank or pump), emptying and/or refilling is 
permitted in a service park provided that:  

 (i) the work is carried out under the supervision of a marshal,  
 (ii) no other work is carried out on the car during the emptying and/or refilling operation,  
 (iii) a suitable safety perimeter is established around the car,  
 (iv) two fire marshals are present with fire extinguishers suitable for use on flammable liquids,  

(v) only sufficient fuel is added to reach the next refuel zone.  

 Empty fuel drums are not to be left at service area, refuel park or any accommodation areas.  
No fuel containers, oils, solvents or car parts are to be disposed of in the bins or left within Lardner Park. A 
monetary penalty will be imposed on any crew who breach these rules to cover the cost of disposal. 

 
Any breaches of the refuel regulations will be reported to the Stewards of the Meeting for consideration of 
exclusion or other penalty

6 RECONNAISSANCE 
Extracted from the Supplementary Regulations  

2BARTICLE 9 -   RECONNAISSANCE  

  
9.1 Crews will be issued with a pass covering each stage and valid for two (2) passages over the course. This pass 

must be presented to and endorsed by an official at the start of each Special Stage during reconnaissance.  
 

9.2 Each reconnaissance vehicle will be provided with a number to be placed on the top left corner of the front 
windscreen and the top right corner of the rear-facing window for the purposes of identification when in the 
forest.  These numbers must be affixed to the vehicle for the entire duration of reconnaissance. Failure to do so 
may result in a penalty being imposed 
A tracking device may be required to be fitted as advised by the organisers to randomly selected 
reconnaissance vehicle/s in a position to be advised 
 

9.3 The maximum speed limit applicable on all unsealed roads during reconnaissance shall be 60km/h and all 
crews are required to strictly adhere to this limit 
 
A 20km/h Maximum Speed Limit is in place for all roads within Lardner Park, including the Service Park 
and the Powelltown Recreation Reserve. On the Lardner Park Super Special Stage/s (Special Stages 
SS5, SS6 & SS15) a 30kph Maximum Speed Limit is in place. 
 
Under NO circumstances are crews to travel in the opposite direction to the prescribed course on any Special 
Stage 
 

9.4 The speed of the vehicles being used for reconnaissance will be monitored by appointed Officials using Speed 
Cameras and Radar guns. If a vehicle is deemed to be exceeding the speed limit, a sign bearing the words 
ñSTOPò will be raised. Drivers MUST stop and follow the instructions of the official. Victoria Police will also be 
monitoring the speed of vehicles undertaking reconnaissance 
 

9.5 During reconnaissance, roads WILL NOT be closed and crews are advised that they DO NOT have priority over 
other road users 
 
Members of the public and logging contractors may also be using these roads and may be travelling in opposing 
directions.  
 

9.6 Crews are also advised that the Victorian Road Traffic Act will remain in effect for the duration of 
reconnaissance and that all road rules must be observed (eg complying with advisory signs, obeying speed 
limits imposed and keeping to the left). Officials will be on course to police these regulations. 
 
 It is CRUCIAL for the future of the event, held primarily on public roads that competitors obey the designated 
speeds-not to exceed 60kp/h or as sign posted (whichever is lower) on Special Stages and exhibit appropriate 
safe driving behaviour throughout reconnaissance. 
 
Failure to comply will result in a report being submitted to the stewards of the meeting and the maximum penalty 
possible being recommended. 
 

9.7 Reconnaissance will be held on Thursday 10 November between 0700hrs and 1700hrs for Forest Stages and 
1600-1830hrs the Lardner Park Super Special Stage SS 5, 6 &15 
 

9.8 Reconnaissance may only be carried out during specific times.

Advertising, under body protection, safety 
equipment and internal navigational aids are permitted

may be greater than 12mm. Worn rally tyres are not to be used. Tyres marked M+S having a non-aggressive 
tread pattern may be used, but only after a written application by a competitor has been approved by the Clerk 
of Course or his representative. Tyres shown on the FIA approved list of recce tyres for Rally Australia are also 
allowed 
 

9.11 Any member of the crew found on the course in the period two (2) months prior to the start of the rally, with the 
exception of the period allowed for reconnaissance as per these regulations and any authorised use, will be 
reported to the Stewards of the Meeting for consideration of exclusion or other penalty 
 

9.12 The carrying of radar detectors in the vehicle during reconnaissance is prohibited.

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18 BASIC FIRST AID 
 

Expired Air Resuscitation E.A.R. 
 
If the patient is not breathing: 
1. Lift the jaw forward and tilt the casualtyôs head back gently, this will keep the tongue forward. 
       Pinch the casualtyôs nostrils closed between your thumb and forefinger, keeping the head tilted 

back. Open your mouth and take a deep breath. 
2. Cover the casualtyôs mouth with your mouth making an airtight seal. Blow into the mouth to inflate the 

lungs. 
3. Turn your head to see whether the casualtyôs chest rises and to take a fresh breath yourself. The rise of 

the chest should be similar to that of normal breathing. Listen for the air to be expired. 
4. Place your mouth back over the casualtyôs mouth and give another two breaths*, checking the chest 

between inflations. 
             *Adult: 2 full breaths in about 2 seconds 
             *Child: use 2 smaller breaths for a child 
             *Baby: seal your mouth over the babyôs mouth and nose and give 2 quick puffs. 
5.     Check the carotid pulse and skin colour for up to 10 seconds. At the same time look, listen and feel for 

breathing. If there is a pulse and skin colour is normal this means the heart is beating and circulation is 
functioning. 

6. If not breathing, continue mouth to mouth resuscitation ï one breath every four seconds. Check the 
carotid pulse, skin colour and breathing (for up to 10 seconds)  after one minute and every two minutes 
thereafter. 

 

Cardio-Pulmonary Resuscitation C.P.R.  

1. After giving 5 full quick breaths and checking for breathing and carotid pulse together for 5 seconds, if no 
pulse is present proceed as follows.  

2.  With the casualty on their back on a firm surface use the calliper method to locate the correct hand 
position on the breastbone.  Place the heal of one hand on the low half of the breastbone. Keep the Palm 
and fingers raised clear of the chest.  Place the heel of you hand on top of the fist hand.  

3. Straighten you arms and press down on the breastbone so that it is depressed approximately 4-5 cm. 
Keep your hands in position and release the pressure.  Repeat this procedure at a steady rhythm.  

4. One operator ï work at a rate of 15 cardiac compressions given in 10-12 seconds then 2 breathes, and 
remeasure in 3-5 seconds.  Two operators ï work at a rate of 5 cardiac compressions and one breath.  

Do not interrupt the sequence ï To give full inflation, breath into the casualty after to 5
th 

compression.  
Compressions are continuous at a rate of about 60 a minute.  

 

Heat Exhaustion  

When the body gets hot it sweats and the evaporation of water cools the body down.  When we sweat we 
lose body fluids and slats.  The loss of excessive body fluids and salts results in HEAT EXHAUSTION.  

Signs & Symptoms ï Pale, nausea, clammy skin, irritable, dizzy, lethargy, headache and muscle cramps.  

Management of Heat Exhaustion ï Give plenty of cool fluids.  Give in small sips at first gradually increasing 
the amount so as to avoid vomiting.  It is also recommended to use a cool sponge of a fan and to keep the 
patient in the shade.  

Remember ï The very young, elderly and the sick are easily affected by heat, and fluid should be offered 

every hour.  

Sunburn  

Australia has the highest incidence of skin cancers in the world.  Prevention is the best cure and UV filter 

cream should always be worn and re-applied after bathing.  A protective wide brimmed hat should be worn.  

Management of Sunburn ï Cool the sunburn with water and stay out of the sun.  

Remember-  Protect your skin with UV creams (30+), hat and shirt.  
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Heat Stroke  

This is a serious condition.  AT this stage the body no longer sweats to cool down and the core body 
temperature is no longer maintained at a normal level.  

Signs & Symptoms ï Hot dry skin, headache, nausea, irritable, unconsciousness.  

Management of Heat Stroke ï DRABC, coma position (if unconscious), remove clothing, cool sponge or 
wrap in wet sheet, fan, fluids if conscious, urgent medical aid. 

 Snake Bites  

Assume all snake bites are poisonous and always believe someone when they say they have been bitten by 

a snake, even though you may not see any puncture marks.  

Management of a snakebite ï Pressure immobilisation method: 1.Restthe casualty. 2. Donôt panic.  3. Apply 

direct pressure over the bitten area. Apply a firm bandage over the bite area first, then bandage down the 

limb and continue to bandage up the full length of the limb.  Immobilise the limb with a splint and call for 

medical aid.  

REMEMBER ï Do not wash the bitten area.  Do not remove the bandage. Do not elevate the limb.  Do not 

walk or run ï get help to you.
